Scholarships and Grants

Hope International University provides excellent scholarships to make tuition 
affordable for international students.

Academic/Merit Based
The following scholarships are available for new and transfer students with 
award ranges of $2,500 to $12,000. First year students are awarded based on 
their academic High School (Secondary School) Grade Point Average (GPA) and 
SAT/ACT scores. Scholarships awarded to first-year university students are 4-year 
awards and renewable annually. Students must maintain the minimum GPA and 
unit completion requirements.

First-Year University Students
Students with a minimum requirement GPA of 2.5 and an 83 iBT (Internet-based 
Test) TOEFL score or 220 CBT (Computer-based Test) TOEFL score, OR a 900 SAT 
score, OR a 20 ACT score, qualify for the Royal Scholarship of $5,000.*

*Other Academic Scholarships Vary depending on testing scores on the TOEFL, SAT, ACT, and GPA.

Transfer Students 
Transfer students (students with 24 or more units/credits of university 
coursework) with a minimum GPA of 2.5 are eligible for an award ranging from  
$2,500 to $10,000.

Minister’s/Missionary  Dependent
These grants are awarded to students whose parent is a full-time paid ordained 
minister in a church or a full-time missionary and range from $1,000-$3,000 in 
grants.
